The Secretariat of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization and the United
Nations Office on Drugs and Crime, hercinafter referred to as the Partics, in
accordance with UN General Assembly Resolution A/RES/65/124 of 2 December
2010 and the Joint declaration of 5 April 2010 on cooperation between the
Secretariat of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization and the Secretariat of the
United Nations Organization, aspiring towards the  establishment  and

development of relations of mutually beneficial constructive cooperation between

the Shanghai Cooperation Organization and the United Nations Office on Drugs
and Crime, noting that the problems of illicit circulation of narcotics and their
abuse, organized crime and terrorism, other kinds of transnational crime, as well
as the spread of HIV/AIDS are posing a grave threat (o the international peace and

stability, as well as (o the national

urity of the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization member states and the rest of the international community alike,

have agreed the following:

I Areas of Cooperation

The present Memorandum provides the basis for cooperation in the
framework of the competence of the Parties.

The Parties shall promote cooperation through necessary consultations in the
following arcas:

- countering illicit circulation of narcotics and their precursors and drug

abuse;

- countering organized crime;
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- countering international terrorism;
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- countering money laundering and proceeds of crime;
- countering human trafficking;
- countering the spread of HIV/AIDS related to intravenous drug use;

- other areas of mutual concern.

1 Forms of Cooperation

1. Cooperation in the framework of the present Memorandum shall be
carried out in the following forms:

- expert-level consultations by mutual agreement;

- update on current programmes in the areas of mutual concern, sharing of
information and analyses, statistics and other materials;
- participation in meetings, conferences and seminars concerning the

priority areas of cooperation and staged by the Parties;

- joint formulation and implementation of various projects and acti
appropriate;

- other forms agreed by the Parties.

2. The Parties may conclude separate agreements on specific projects, forms
and terms and conditions of cooperation including financial aspects of their
implementation.

IIL. Final Provisions

13 The present Memorandum shall come into force as from the date of
its signature. The Parties observe the provisions of the present Memorandum in
accordance with their internal rules and procedures.

2. The Parties may introduce amendments and supplements to the
present Memorandum formalized by separate protocols.

3 In the event of disagreement over the application and interpretation

of the present Memorandum, the Parties shall hold consultations and negotiations.
